CLC Meeting 18 June 2009 to review VRRT Project Principles
ITO Motions for modification presented (as noted above) were received as follows:

Motion #1 on single occupancy vehicles. Members said "we can't change that. Much of the study is based on it.” We argued that single occupancy vehicles could mean anything - a truck, a bus with driver, a Langford trolley with driver;  So a compromise was reached.  The wording was changed to "single occupancy passenger vehicle(s)". That motion passed as amended.

Motion #2 re Principle #6 on the inclusion of a sensitivity analysis on fossil fuel pricing and availability.  Not every one, including some staff, understood what a sensitivity analysis was. It was mentioned there were other variables other than the price and availability of fuel. We agreed that all such variables should be identified and studied. So, we agreed to withdraw the motion, if staff would go away and look at the analysis procedure to be used. Staff will report back at the next CLC meeting.  
Motion #3. Clarifying that rapid transit meant both bus and rail. Motion passed without difficulty.

Ergo, two out of three!
